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WHOSE SON ARE YOU, ANYWAY?  
In rhetorical speech, which includes preaching and teaching, three 

elements are important: the mythos, or the message; the logos, or 

the words used; and the ethos, or the qualifications of the speaker. 

The message may be clear, the words may be elegant and persua-

sive, but if the speaker is not seen as someone who is qualified to 

speak on the subject, the speech will not be convincing. 

  

In todayôs Gospel, the people are questioning Jesusô credentials. 

ñIs this not Jesus, the son of Joseph?ò (John 6:42). ñHeôs a local 

boy, where did he get this knowledge?ò Jesus answers them with 

his teaching about God as true Father. If you know who your 

teacher is, you know what your message should be. Jesusô impor-

tant words about the Eucharist are grounded in his 

self-knowledge as ñthe one who is from Godò (John 6:46). Those 

who are from God know God and listen to the word of God. They 

will recognize Jesus as speaking, doing, and being that Word. The 

ethos of the hearer is on the line as well. 
 

 

TAUGHT BY GOD  
The people who know God as ñFather,ò that is, intimately and in 

deep and loving relationship, will recognize Jesus as the One who 

reveals God to us, even if the message is challenging. For any 

speech to be understood and accepted, there has to be an audi-

ence, and that audience has to hear, understand, and be able to 

accept what is being said. Jesus makes the point that if we know 

God, as he does, we will see and understand that, just as God fed 

the people in the desert, God feeds us and sustains us with the 

Bread of Life, the Eucharist, which is Christ the Lord. He is not 

only the speaker, but the word and the message as well. This 

Bread is the gift of a loving and faithful God who gave us life and 

sustains it.

¿DE QUIÉN ERES HIJO, ENTONCES? 
En el discurso retórico, que incluye la predicación y la enseñanza, 

hay tres elementos importantes: el mythos, o el mensaje; el logos, 

o las palabras empleadas, y el ethos, o las habilidades del orador. 

El mensaje puede ser claro, las palabras pueden ser elegantes y 

persuasivas, pero si el orador no es visto como alguien calificado 

para hablar sobre el tema, el discurso no puede ser convincente. 

  

En el Evangelio de hoy, la gente pregunta las credenciales de 

Jes¼s. ñàNo es este Jes¼s, el hijo de Jos®?ò ñEs un muchacho de 

ac§, àd·nde adquiri· este conocimiento?ò Jes¼s les contesta con 

su enseñanza sobre Dios como el Padre verdadero. Si sabes quién 

es tu maestro, sabes cuál debería ser tu mensaje. Las palabras im-

portantes de Jesús sobre la Eucaristía están basadas en el cono-

cimiento de s² mismo como ñel que es de Diosò. Los que son de 

Dios conocen a Dios y escuchan la palabra de Dios. Reconocen a 

Jesús al hablar, hacer y ser esa Palabra. El ethos del oyente tam-

bién está en juego. 

 

ENSEÑADO POR DIOS 
La gente que conoce a Dios como el ñPadreò, esto es, ²ntimamente 

y en una profunda y amorosa relación, reconocerá a Jesús como el 

que nos revela a Dios, aun si el mensaje es desafiante. Para que 

cualquier discurso sea entendido y aceptado, debe haber una audi-

encia, y esa audiencia tiene que oír, entender y estar dispuesta a 

aceptar lo que se le dice. Jesús señala que si conocemos a Dios, 

como Él lo conoce, veremos y entenderemos que, así como Dios 

alimentó a la gente en el desierto, Dios nos alimenta y nos sus-

tenta con el Pan de Vida, la Eucaristía, que es Cristo el Señor. No 

es solamente el orador, sino también la palabra y el mensaje. El 

Pan es el regalo de un Dios amoroso y fiel que nos da vida y nos 

sustenta.
