MIXED MESSAGE
Words are funny things. Over time they can
change meaning. Take diversity. It used to
mean opposite, different. Humans reactions
to difference range from suspicion to vio-
lence. As our world has shrunk we try to
make diversity into a positive thing. One
Catholic parish, with many new Spanish and
Vietnamese parishioners, described diversity
in glowing terms in its mission statement. A
parishioner commented that as actually prac-
ticed there, diversity still meant separate ac-
tivities in worship, faith formation, commu-
nity involvement, and giving. Some parish-
ioners said to the pastor: “Those people don't
give their fair share” (meaning money). Saint
Paul calls this "biting and devouring one an-
other” (Galatians 5:15). He reminds us that
the greatest commandment is to love our
neighbor as ourselves. That's a challenge
when we find it difficult to get along with
family and friends. But as Christ's disciples,
everyone in our parish is a brother or sister in
Christ. Everyone. No exceptions.
