Sacrament of Baptism 
It is in Baptism that one is welcomed into a community of 
faith.  As a parish community, we welcome new mem-
bers. 
 
Parent Information: 
1.   A Baptism Registration form must be completed 
 prior to scheduling the Baptism. 
 
2.   Baby’s official (state copy) Birth Certificate must 
 be submitted with the registration. 
 
3.   If the parents are not registered with San Fer
 nando Cathedral a letter of permission from the 
 parish that they are registered with is required.  
 If not registered with a parish then a letter of per
 mission is required from the parish that is within 
 the boundaries of where they live. 
 
4.   Both parents are required to attend a Baptism 
 preparation class prior to the Baptism celebra
 tion.  Please call parish office at 227-1297 for 
 dates of Preparation classes and Baptisms. 
 
Godparent Information: 
The role of Godparents is to help their godchild lead a 
good Catholic/Christian life. The following are require-
ments from The Code of Canon Law that the Godparent 
must meet. Accordingly the Godparents should be pre-
sent at the child’s baptism to profess their faith as repre-
sentatives of the child’s extended spiritual family and of 
the whole church.  
 

1.        Godparents from other parishes must obtain 
 a letter from their parish stating they meet 
 the requirements of Godparents. Those  
 Requirements are as follows: 
  only one male or one female godparent or one of 

 each sex is permitted. 
  Must be 18 years of age 
  Must be Catholic who has received all three  
 sacraments of initiation (Baptism, Eucharist and 
 Confirmation) and leads a life in Harmony with 
 the faith and the role to be undertaken.   
  Not be bound by any canonical penalty            

 legitimately imposed or *Not be the father or the 
 mother of the child. 

  Both godparents are required to attend the                 
 Baptism preparation class prior to the Baptism 
 Celebration.

Sacramento de Bautismo 
Es en el bautismo de que uno es acogido en una 
comunidad de fe. Como comunidad parroquial, 
damos la bienvenida a nuevos miembros. 
 
Información para los padres: 

1. Una forma de inscripción bautismo debe ser comple-
tado antes de programar el bautismo. 

 
2. El Certificado de Nacimiento oficial del bebe (copia 

del estado) debe ser presentado con la registración. 
 
3. Si los padres no están registrados con la Catedral de 

San Fernando una carta de autorización de la parro-
quia que están registrados ante es necesario.  Si no 
están registrados con una parroquia entonces una 
carta de autorización se requiere de la parroquia que 
está dentro de los límites de donde viven. 

 
4. Ambos padres están obligados a asistir a una prepa-

ración pre-bautismal antes de la celebración del bau-
tismo. Favor de llamar a la oficina al 227-1297 para 
fechas de preparación pre-bautismal y bautizo. 

 
Requisitos para ser padrino: 
La función del padrino es de procurar que sus ahi-
jados sean educados en la fe y en la vida cristiana. 
Los siguientes son los requisitos del Código de De-
recho Canónico que los padrinos deben cumplir. El 
padrino debe de estar presente en el bautismo del 
niño para profesar su fe como representante del la 
extendida familia espiritual y de la comunidad de la 
iglesia.  
 
1.  Los padrinos de otras parroquias debe obtener 
 una carta de su parroquia diciendo que cumplan 
 los requisitos de los padrinos. Para que alguien 
 sea admitido como padrino, es necesario que: 

  El exige que haya un padrino y una madrina, o  
 solamente un padrino y solamente una madrina. 
  Debe ser mayor de 18 años de edad  
  sea católico, esté confirmado, haya recibido ya el 
 Santísimo Sacramento de la Eucaristía y lleve, al 
 mismo tiempo, una vida congruente con la fe y con la 
 misión que va a asumir 
   Además de no estar afectado por una pena canónica 
  legítimamente impuesta y declarada o *No puede ser 
 el padre o la madre del niño.  
  Se requiere que ambos padrinos asistan a la  
 preparación pre-bautismal antes de la celebración del 
 bautismo.
